Orchestra (CYMO) Concerto Competition, the Redlands Bowl Young 
Artist’s Competition, and the SAU Concerto Competition. Recently, Zlata 
soloed with the New England Symphonic Ensemble in Iceland, Italy, 
France, Germany, Austria, Switzerland, South Africa, England, Argentina, 
and Brazil as well as at the Carnegie Hall-NYC.

In her concert career Tanya has performed a variety 
of chamber music playing with such musicians as a legendary cellist 
Leslie Parnas, winner of multiple international competitions, professor of 
Boston University violinist Yuri Mazurkevich, gold medal winner of 2007 
Tchaikovsky International Competition cellist Sergei Antonov, Brandeis 
University music department chair violist Mary Ruth Ray, Lydian String 
quartet cellist Joshua Gordon and many others.
